Joint Communiqué

Indesit Company –International Metalworkers’ Federation (IMF)

A meeting took place in Ancona, Italy, on 24 October 2006 hosted by the "Associazione Industriali" (Industrial Employers’ Association) of Ancona, between Indesit Company - represented by Angelo Stango and Andrea Rivosecchi - and a trade union delegation composed by the IMF - represented by Brian Fredricks and Carla Coletti - and by FIM, FIOM and UILM - represented respectively by Gianni Alioti and Luciano Falchi, Maurizio Landini and Alessandra Mecozzi, and Giuliano Giannetti. The meeting aimed at verifying the implementation of the International Framework Agreement signed in December 2000.

The company informed the trade union delegation of what the management has done, as stipulated in the Agreement, in order to make it known by its employees and its suppliers in all countries where it operates. Prospects and modalities to improve the concrete implementation of the content of the Agreement were also discussed.

For this purpose it was agreed that:

· the company will provide the trade unions with the list of its suppliers, within existing rules on respecting privacy; and

· an international "table" will be established to verify and jointly monitor the implementation of the Agreement, with the participation of delegations of Indesit Company and of the IMF. Such a "table" will also be the forum where the development and the possible evolutions of the Agreement will be discussed.

In view of the above it was agreed to meet again by February 2007.
