IMF invites affiliates to nominate participants to the 6th IMF Summer School that will take place 11-20 July 2006 in Geneva.  The Summer School aims to familiarise emerging leaders from IMF affiliates with the challenges facing unions at the global level and to equip them to use this knowledge to build the unions in their respective countries.  Through participation in the Summer School, affiliates will strengthen their capacity to respond to globalisation and build international trade union solidarity.
Topics covered during the two weeks include:

· globalisation

· international solidarity

· the International Labour Organisation

· the World Trade Organisation

· trade unions and other social movements

· IMF activities

Who should attend the Summer School?

Affiliates are asked to nominate young (preferably under 40) trade union leaders or activists whose tasks in the union are related to the above issues.  The IMF actively encourages applications to the Summer School from women. 
The Summer School will be in English only, so participants need to be proficient in English. 

The course will be limited to 20 participants so not all applications may be able to be accepted.  Selection will be made according to the above criteria and on the basis of proportional regional and sectoral representation.
Participants will be expected to do preparatory work, make presentations and report back to their unions after the Summer School.
Applications to attend the Summer School must be supported by a letter from an IMF affiliated union stating how the applicant’s attendance will benefit their union.  An application form is attached and is also available on the IMF website. This form and supporting information must be completed and returned to the IMF by 28 April 2006. 
Costs

Participants will be accommodated at the Hotel Ramada Encore (www.ramada-encore.ch), where the price for a single room is CHF 147 per night, breakfast included. Course fee will be CHF 400 covering the programme, public transport and excursions.  Financial assistance from the IMF is available but very limited.
